In the event of sickness or accident I authorize that qualified medical attention be
secured, and notification followed by any expenses be billed to me at my stated
address.

I agree that the staff and leaders will be clear of all liability in the event of any injury
or loss which the camper may sustain to person or property.

I agree that the organizers, land owners and land managers will be cleared of all
liability in the event of an accident or loss of person or property occurring on their
land.

If bringing my own horse I guarantee that my horse is in good health, free of coughs,
colds and disease. That it has been drenched, and in suitable physical condition for
riding on hill country.

I agree to have a vet called in the event of injury to the horse and the bill be sent to
my stated address.

If the vet recommends euthanasia and the owner of the injured horse cannot be
contacted, I give authority to the staff at Sonrise Station to make the decision to
euthanaise on behalf of the owner.
